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New Book Chronicles 100 Years of U.C. Berkeley’s Architecture Department
Berkeley, Calif.— After a decade of research, interviews, and editing, U.C. Berkeley’s College of Environmental Design has just published Design on the Edge: A Century of Teaching Architecture, 1903–2003, a book chronicling the history of the university’s Department of Architecture, announced Jennifer Wolch, Dean of the College of Environmental Design.

The names associated with the Department of Architecture and later the College of Environmental Design represent some of the most influential architects and designers of the 20th century: Bernard Maybeck, William Wurster, John Galen Howard, Catherine Bauer Wurster, Joseph Esherick, Charles Moore, Sim Van der Ryn, Donlyn Lyndon, Roslyn Lindheim, and a host of others. By incorporating a holistic view of the built environment—looking at not only the building itself, but also its landscape, urban setting, and social and cultural context—Berkeley established itself at the forefront of design.
Compiled from a vast archives of photographs, drawings, new and previously published articles and essays, oral interviews, and reminiscences, Design on the Edge provides an official history of the architecture program. It was edited by Waverly Lowell, Curator of the Environmental Design Archives; Elizabeth Byrne, Head of the Environmental Design Library; and Betsy Frederick-Rothwell, an alumna of the architecture department.
